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   Appendix C: Teacher & Leader FAQ 

🕒 Logistics & Time Management 

Q1. How much time does the pilot take each week? 

Most teachers use 30–40 minutes, 3–4 times per week during the literacy block. It can also run 

afterschool in 60-minute club sessions. 

Q2. What if my schedule is already packed? 

The program is modular. You can select 2–3 key activities per week (vocabulary, 

comprehension, quest) while still collecting meaningful data. 

Q3. Do I need special training before starting? 

No. The Teacher Guide walks step-by-step. Optional PD videos (Jordan Blaze modules) help 

you feel confident in facilitation. 

 

📘 Curriculum Fit & Standards 

Q4. Is this aligned to standards? 

Yes. Activities align with CCSS ELA for grades 4–6, plus Science of Reading practices 

(vocabulary, fluency, comprehension). 

Q5. Can this replace my existing ELA curriculum? 

No. It’s designed as a supplemental ecosystem — strengthening literacy, SEL, and engagement 

alongside core ELA instruction. 

Q6. Does it work for afterschool or summer programs? 

Yes. The flexible pacing makes it ideal for enrichment, clubs, or intervention blocks.

Q7. What if my students are below grade level? 

Scaffold with paired reading, chunked passages, and sentence stems. Growth is measured from 

each student’s baseline, not grade-level expectations. 
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Q8. Will advanced readers be challenged? 

Yes. The Teacher Guide includes optional extension activities: CER writing prompts, text-to-

world connections, and creative projects. 

Q9. How does this support English Learners (EL)? 

Vocabulary and morphology activities are especially EL-friendly. Pair visuals with text and 

allow multilingual responses when possible. 

Q10. How does this support students with IEPs or 504s? 

The program emphasizes multiple modalities — reading, writing, art, discussion. Teachers can 

adjust text length, use audio supports, or emphasize oral reflection as needed.

Q11. Do families have to be involved? 

Not required, but strongly encouraged. Even 10–15 minutes of Parent Playbook activities boost 

retention and motivation. 

Q12. What if families don’t participate? 

Students still gain from classroom instruction. Family engagement simply multiplies the impact. 

Q13. How do I explain this to parents? 

Use the provided Parent Letter + Playbook. It frames the program as: “Literacy you can start 

at home tonight, with fun, no-prep activities.” 

 

📊 Data & Assessments 

Q14. How do I score the assessments? 

• Vocabulary & Comprehension: 1 point each 

• Writing: 0–3 rubric 

• Fluency: Words Correct Per Minute (WCPM) 

• SEL: emoji self-check

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Q15. What if students don’t improve? 

Even “no growth” is useful data. It helps pinpoint needs and adjust scaffolds. Small steps (like 

confidence in reading aloud) are valid wins. 

Q16. How is student data handled? 

All student-level data is de-identified. Reports use class-level averages and subgroup counts (n ≥ 

10) to ensure privacy. 

Q17. Can I use my own assessments instead? 

You may add local assessments, but please keep the pilot Pre/Mid/Post to ensure consistency and 

comparability across schools. 

 

🎯 Implementation & Scaling 

Q18. What if I can’t finish all 3 chapters in time? 

Even completing 2 chapters with all assessments still yields meaningful growth data. The pilot is 

intentionally low-risk. 

Q19. What happens after the pilot ends? 

You’ll complete the Growth Report. Schools receive a one-glance summary with 

recommendations for expansion or scaling. 

Q20. Can I adapt this for other grade levels? 

Yes. While designed for 4–6, the ecosystem has versions for 3rd grade and for middle school.
